ELECTION 2016 UPDATE 
 

In Mohave County, the next important date in 
the election process is the Primary Election 
held on August 30.  The last date to register 
to be able to vote in the Primary Election is 
August 1.   Early voting begins on August 3     
 

If any of the candidates are running unop-
posed, the results will be decided with the Primary election.  
Also, if  all candidates running are from one party and there is 
no independent candidate, the votes cast in the Primary elec-
tion will be the decisive votes.   This will be the case in many of 
the races in Mohave County, so the Primary Election will be 
very important.     

THE LAKE IS CALLING ME. . . . AND I MUST GO!! 
 

June 21 is Summer Solstice which marks the first day of summer 2016.  While a lot of our residents hit the road for lo-
cales offering cooler temperatures, quite a few stay to enjoy all that Meadview summers offer.  Some of us actually look 
forward to all things that relate to summer in Meadview:  Triple digit temperatures, boating, beach parties, monsoon 
storms, pool parties, barbecues and endless jokes about our ñArizona dry heatò.   Since many of us moved here because 
of our love of boating, if we were to do a top 10 reasons to spend summer in Meadview, boating would probably be #1.    
 

Launching at South Cove is good although it is limited to one lane.  The key is to keep the trailer on the pipe mat that is 
now under water.  Have someone watch from the ramp as you back the trailer in to assure you stay on the pipe mat.  If 
you are going to a beach, be sure to take one of the free trash bags that are near the dock.   Our end of the lake has 
some of the nicest beaches on Lake Mead; letôs keep them that way.   
 

Before you go, make sure you know all the boating laws.  It is illegal for anyone under the age of 12 to 
operate a boat with greater than 8 horsepower (includes personal watercraft).   You must have a U.S 
Coast Guard approved personal floating device (life jacket) for every person on board.  And they must be 
readily accessible; not sealed in bags or in closed compartments.  All children 12 and under must wear a 
life jacket.  Boats with permanently installed fuel tanks are required to carry a Type ñBñ fire extinguisher.   
They can be tested at the fire station to assure they are in working order.   Navigation lights are required 
when away from the dock from sunset to sunrise and during periods of limited visibility such as rain and 
fog.  Flashing blue or red lights are restricted to law enforcement vessels only. Arizona Operating Under the Influence 
(OUI) laws mirror the DUI laws and penalties.  The legal limit for both is .08.    
 

There are boating operation courses on-line.  Taking such a course could save you money for your insurance premiums. 
 

Although the  monsoon season has not officially started, it is still important to watch for changing weather.  Windy condi-
tions can make it difficult to take a boat out of the water.   A good rule to follow is to get off the lake when clouds start to 
build.   Be especially wary of clouds building in the east.  Another sign to watch is white capping.   When this occurs, it is 
a good idea to pack it in and head for the launch ramp.  Following good common sense is the best rule to stay safe on 
the lake.   

Be careful with food you take to the lake, especially 
with the extreme temperatures forecasted for next 
week. There is a pamphlet in the Chamber office 
about food safety for boating. Take plenty of water 
and keep yourself well hydrated.  Sunscreen products 
with adequate ph levels are a must.  
 

Have fun, but stay safe. Donôt be a lake casualty.
