SEARCH AND RESCUE SAVES ANOTHER LIFE 
 

Recently the Mohave County Sheriffôs Search and Rescue crew participated in a dramatic rescue operation that saved a 
man whose utility terrain vehicle rolled off a 200-foot cliff in the Hualapai Mountains.  The call for help was made by the 
wife of 62 year old Mark Matt of Lake Havasu City when he had not returned from traveling in their single-seater Razor 
after leaving around 3:30 pm.  The ñsearchò portion of the rescue determined that Matt may have gone on a trail off 
Hualapai Mountain Road at milepost 5.  Crews had located tire tracks and at about 11:40 p.m. found Matt pinned under-
neath his vehicle which had rolled off a 200-foot cliff.  A helicopter was not available due to the bad weather so the 
Search and Rescue team members conducted a rope rescue.   Matt was hoisted back onto the trail where he was trans-
ported very slowly down the mountain to an awaiting ambulance. 
 
The rescue was performed in the pouring rain on slippery surfaces.  "It was raining and lightning all around us and the 
rocks were wet and slippery," said Mohave County Sheriff's Office Search and Rescuer Luis Vega.   Matt suffered sever-
al severe lacerations to his face and head and may have suffered from broken ribs along with head and neck injuries.   
"He was very grateful," said Vega. "He thanked us all the way down and said you saved my life.ò.

KINGMAN REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER ANNOUNCES 5-YR. FACILITY PLAN 
 

Officials at Kingman Regional Medical Center (KRMC) have announced the five-year plan for facilities at the main hospi-

tal campus and the Hualapai Mountain Campus.   
 

According to Ryan Kennedy, KRMC Chief Operating Officer, the plan is based on population demographics and project-

ed needs for medical services in our region. Those needs are prioritized within budget constraints and other factors that 

impact hospital operations. He says, ñOur goal is to provide a full range of quality healthcare services that meet the 

needs of our growing community.ò 
 

The highlights of the five-year plan include the following initiatives: 
 

Expand the KRMC Cancer Center ï KRMC plans to expand its cancer center at 1739 Beverly Avenue to meet the 

growing need in our community for cancer treatment services. The space will accommodate a new state-of-the-art linear 

accelerator for advanced cancer treatment capabilities, a dedicated pharmacy, accommodations for clinical trials and 

more patient care space. Completion is expected in late 2017. 
 

Expand the KRMC Emergency Department - Beginning in 2017, KRMC plans to start construction to expand the ca-
pacity of its emergency department on the main KRMC campus, which sees over 53,000 patients a year. The expansion 

will add 20 to 30 patient beds to the existing 27-bed facility. The expansion will enable better patient flow and will further 

enhance patient privacy. Completion of the expansion is expected in late 2017 or early 2018. KRMC does not plan to 

open a second ED at the Hualapai Mountain Campus in the next five years. It is not cost feasible to add a second ED.  
 

Construct a new medical office building ï Beginning in 2018, KRMC plans to begin construction of a new medical 

office building on the Hualapai Mountain Campus to accommodate additional physicians and patient demand.  
 

Move obstetrics and maternity to the Hualapai Mountain Campus -  Plans are underway to move KRMCôs maternity 

ward and newborn nursery to the 3
rd
 floor of the Hualapai Mountain Campus after the new medical office building is 

completed. The move will allow for more private patient rooms at both KRMC campuses.
