Everyone enjoyed being entertained by the incredible 
blues band Rastafire.     
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The information presented here has been documented by Elaine Phebus and Suzann Newell through direct in-
terviews of Elmer and his friends, while he lived at his home in Meadview. Over the next months, a series of 
articles will outline how Elmer and his wife came to Lost Basin.  You will learn about where they worked and 
how they became the first full time residents of the first Meadview section "1" in 1960. 
 
The goal of these articles is to inform the current residents of the area about the important role of the Duffields.   
Their efforts and dreams were to make the newly formed communities of Meadview and Lake Mead City suc-
cessful.   
 
After building their home, a legal battle took place with the National Park Service to keep their home when 
Meadview Company agreed to trade Section 1 back to Lake Mead National Recreational Area.  Through the 
community support of the Duffields, in 1978 the Park Service agreed to let Elmer and Elma live out their years 
in their hand built home.  LMNRA management agreed to preserve the property as a Park Service Office in sup-
port of the eastern end of Lake Mead.  
 
The property has been allowed to decline due to lack of use and upkeep over the last ten years.  Without the 
backing of Meadview residents and local business, the Park Service may tear the landmark down.  Meadview 
needs to band together and get behind the preservation of this historic property.  We need everyone to write 
letters to Park Service management asking them to protect the house and get it added to the National Historical 
Registry.
