HELLO MONSOON SEASON!!! 
A Newcomerôs Guide to Meadview Area Monsoons 

 

The recent flurry of real estate activity has brought a lot of newcomers to the Meadview area.  Many of these people 
have never experienced living in a area known to have monsoons.    So we thought we should give everyone a briefing 
on these incredible storms.   
 

In 2008, the National Weather Service declared Monsoon Season to be June 15 - September 30.  In Mohave County, 
the monsoon storm activity usually starts the 1st week in July and can extend into September.  A monsoon is a change 
in the weather pattern. Dry winds that typically blow from the west and southwest tend to shift to the south and south-
east, bringing up moisture from the Gulf of California.  That moisture, coupled with the heat of summer, fuels the storms. 
 

What can you expect during monsoon season?  In each season we can have: The Good, 
the Bad and the Ugly.  The Good is the storms will bring lower temperatures and some-
times we even get rain followed with beautiful rainbows.  People will stop trying to convince 
you it is a ñdry heatò.  You will be treated to the most amazing cloud formations that provide 
incredible photo ops.  The photo on the right shows clouds with a wall of rain over the cliffs.  
Learn to ñreadò these clouds or you could get caught in the midst of a severe storm.   A trip 
to Kingman or day on the lake can turn to disaster if you donôt heed the warnings given by 
the clouds.    
 

The Bad is that evaporative coolers are less effective due to higher moisture levels and itôs a good idea to have a/c 
backup.  High winds carry dust and make a general mess of everything.   You may even see a ñhaboobò which is a roll-
ing dust storm that comes across the land like a creeping crud.   They are amazing to watch, but take care to seek shel-
ter when they approach.  Some people believe they carry the spores that can cause Valley Fever.    
 

The Ugly is that a dry wash can turn into a raging river in minutes.   NEVER attempt to cross a running wash.  You have 
no idea how deep the water is or what is being carried beneath the surface of the murky waters.   To understand the 
power of a raging wash you should know that a few years ago, a full tour bus was swept from Pierce Ferry Road and 
ended up several hundred feet into the desert.   Not only is it dangerous to attempt to cross a wash, it can also be cost-
ly.   Arizona has a Stupid Motorist Law that can impose steep fines when a rescue from a wash is necessary.   
 

Enjoy the storms for the change and beauty they bring.  But be aware of the dangers and use common sense.  Stay 
safe and donôt be a casualty or part of a rescue operation.
