Butch Meriwether will conduct 
a presentation with slide show on the Search and Rescue Unit of the Mohave County Sheriffôs Department.  Rhonda 
Follet will do a presentation on Veterans Suicide Awareness.

WINTER OLYMPICS XXIII 
Opening Ceremony February 9 

 

The Opening Ceremony of the Winter Olympics XXIII will be held on February 9.  The event will be televised here in Ari-
zona on NBC at 6:00 pm.  The first competition will be Figure Skating starting on February 8.  
 

A highlight of the Opening Ceremonies is when the Olympic Flame Cauldron is ignited by the last of the Relay Torch-
bearers. The iconic Olympic Flame is a carryover from ancient times when the Greeks believed fire to be a divine ele-
ment and maintained perpetual fires in front of their principal temples.  The tradition of lighting the flame by using sun-
rays and a parabolic mirror was thought to assure the purity of the flame that burned in the sanctuary of Olympia where 
the Ancient Olympic Games took place.  
 

The idea of the Olympic Flame was first used in modern games in the 1928 Olympic Games in Amsterdam.  The Torch 
Relay was introduced at the 1936 Olympic Games in Berlin.  The torches and the cauldrons are unique and much sym-
bolism is used in their designs. The identity of the final torchbearer is kept a secret until the Opening Ceremony.  The 
actual lighting of the cauldron is powerful, dramatic and the grand finale of the Opening Ceremony.    
 

The 2008 Summer Olympics torch relay spanned all six inhabited continents.  However, protests  
resulted in a decision by the IOC that future torch relays would be held only within the hosting 
country after the initial run in Greece.  The 101 day journey for the Torch Relay for the 2018 Olym-
pics began November 1 in Olympia and continued through Greece before traveling through North 
and South Korea.   
 

The highest number of torchbearers used in a torch relay was 101,423 for the 1964 Olympics in 
Tokyo.  The reason for so many was that each bearer ran 1 kilometer along with two reserve run-
ners and up to 20 others. The longest distance for a torch relay was for the 2008 Beijing Olympics 
when the torch traveled 85,000 miles.  Some modes of travel for the torch have been:  airplane, 
satellite, zip line, camel, horses, wheelchair, swimmers, space (torch only), skiers and underwater 
divers. 
 

The Torch Relay for the 1996 Summer Olympic Games held in Atlanta passed through Kingman 
on May 1.   The torch carried by Helen Graves is on display in the old Kingman Post Office.  An-
other torchbearer who is quite familiar to folks in Meadview was Barbara Pike who ran one mile 
with the torch on Stockton Hill Road.  The highlight of her run was the bus loads of students from 
Mt. Tipton school  that were there to cheer her on.    
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FEBURARY COM MEETING REVIEW 
Be proud Meadview, be very proud! 

 

President Jonathan Kiser opened the meeting leading the audience of approximately 70 people in the Pledge of Alle-
giance.  Jonathan introduced several guests who were in the audience including Jean Bishop, District 4 Supervisor, Ray 
Cullison, Constable, Sheriff Doug Schuster, Chief Deputy McKee, and Lydia, assistant to the sheriff.   He also intro-
duced Butch Meriwether, a free lance photographer and writer for all papers in Mohave County.   Butch was on hand to 
take photos of the meeting and to write an article for local papers about our presentation to the Mohave County Sheriffôs 
K-9 Foundation.   Six members of the foundation were also present.   
 

Jonathan called Sheriff Schuster to the podium so he could  present to him a check for $1,000 that COM was donating 
to the Mohave County Sheriffôs K-9 Foundation.   Then Bill Needham, President of the Meadview Area Chamber of 
Commerce was called up to present a donation in the amount of $200 from the Chamber.   Jonathan then asked if there 
were any others in the audience.  This is when the COM Board was once again surprised at a meeting.  Kathy Doran of 
the VFW Auxiliary and Phil Flannery Commander of the American Legion made their way to the podium and donations  

of $100 each from the Legion Riders and American Legion were presented to Sheriff Schuster. In accepting the dona-
tions, Sheriff Schuster said it was like Christmas.   

 

Secretary Adrienne OôKeeffe read the minutes from the January 4th meeting. Treasurer Tom OôKeeffe reported an 
opening balance of $3,862.98 in January and a closing balance of $3588.16as of January 30.  Income reported for the 

period was $106.00 with expenses of $380.82.    
 

Karen Stacy introduced Troy Matunas from Mohave County Roads who gave us a very detailed 
update on repairs and maintenance of Meadview area roads.   Troy was working off the list of 
areas of concern that was obtained at the January meeting.  Most of the problem areas have 
been repaired since the list was created.  He mentioned that staffing has been a problem, how-
ever he has recently been able to hire and train several more employees.   He also explained 
the difference between the various types of roads in the area and what type of maintenance 
schedule is set up for each.   During the question and answer period, he briefly discussed what 
needs to be done to roads not currently maintained by the county to get them upgraded to ter-
tiary status or better.   He mentioned that it would be helpful if Steve Latoski could come to a 
future meeting to further address how the unapproved roads could be upgraded.   Jean Bishop 
said she would encourage him to attend a meeting soon.      

 

Group reports followed and the meeting was adjourned at 11:20 am.   
 

The speakers for the March meeting will be Butch Meriwether who will speak on behalf of Search and Rescue which is 
a unit of the Mohave County Sheriffôs Department.

ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF WATER RESOURCES TO CONDUCT WELL SURVEY   
 

Beginning the week of February 5, Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR) will be making an extensive effort 
to measure water levels in wells in the Northwestern Region Basins of Arizona.  Field personnel will be conducting water 
level measurements in wells located in the Sacramento Valley, Detrital Valley, Hualapai Valley and Meadview ground-
water basins.  These measurements are being conducted as part of ADWRôs annual and periodic basin-wide water-level 
data collection program, which measure groundwater levels throughout the state. 
 

Data from the water level survey provides valuable information on hydrologic conditions in the aquifers of the area. 
ADWR personnel will be in the area conducting water level measurements for approximately 3 to 4 weeks.  Every year 
the Departmentôs hydrologists collect water levels in a statewide network of about 1,600 to 1,800 ñindexò wells that have 
typically been measured annually over the last several decades. There are roughly 51 index wells measured annually 
and 7 with daily water levels from automated monitoring sites in the Northwestern basins, which include the Hualapai 
Valley, Sacramento Valley, Detrital Valley and Meadview basins. 
 
The Department last conducted a ñsweepò in the region, known in planning terms as the Northwest Planning Area, in 
January-February 2006.  ADWR greatly appreciates the cooperation of well owners who participate in the well survey. If 
you have any questions about the upcoming water level measurement survey, please contact the ADWR Hydrology Di-
