 2018 CHINESE NEW YEAR:  THE YEAR OF THE DOG 
 

According to the Chinese astrology, an individualôs personality traits can be determined based 
on the year they were born.  People born in the ñDog Yearsò are known as being communica-
tive, serious and responsible in the workplace.   

Each year, the Bellagio Hotel presents a Chinese New Year display in the Botanical Garden.  
The display created in honor of the ñYear of the Dogò makes good use of symbolic items.  This 
year there are 18 dogs in the display and an 18 foot tall Siberian Husky dominates the center of 
the display.  There is an 18 foot money tree that symbolizes fortune, wealth and nobility.   The 
gardens are also filled with red Chinese lanterns, cherry blossoms, a koi pond and 22,000 flow-
ers.

SEARCH AND RESCUE 
UNIT OF MOHAVE COUNTY SHERIFFôS DEPARTMENT 

 

Mohave County is the 5th largest county in the continental United States. It has a diverse topography of 
high forested mountains, deep canyons, deserts, big lakes and the mighty Colorado River.  Temperature 
extremes can reach sub zero in the higher elevations to over 120 in the low lying desert.  The county has 
a history of mining and open mine shafts dot the landscape. This challenging environment justifies the 
need for a specially trained unit to assist the Sheriffôs Department in serving the citizens of Mohave Coun-
ty by carrying out search and rescue missions.   

   

Search and Rescue is an all-volunteer organization that operates under Sheriff Doug Schuster.  Those volunteers are 
ready to respond to an emergency such as the recent helicopter crash at the Grand Canyon.   Often the rescue missions 
take them into remote areas that are difficult to access and put their own lives at risk.  No matter how challenging or 
dangerous the mission may be, these volunteers are dedicated and committed to saving lives     
 

Long time Mohave County resident, Butch Meriwether is one of the volunteers of the Search and Rescue unit.   He will 
be at our COM Meeting on March 1 to give us an overview about Search and Rescue that will include a slide presenta-
tion.
