These individuals are nominated by other BLM employees for exceptional per-
formance associated with their duties.  Carrie Wostal was recently selected as Ranger of the Year 
2017. 
 

Carrie graduated from Kingman High School in 1996 and received her Bachelor of Forestry de-
gree at Northern Arizona University.  She started her BLM Law Enforcement career in Elko, Neva-
da and later worked in Coos Bay, Oregon.  She eventually returned to Kingman, Arizona, when a 
BLM Law Enforcement Ranger position opened in 2014.  Carrie has been a BLM Law Enforce-
ment Ranger for over 17 years. 
  

Donôt be mislead by Carrieôs petite stature and warm smile.  She is committed to law en-
forcement and is dedicated to protecting the areas in her huge territory.   The Kingman 
Field Office administers 2.4 million acres of public lands.  Recreational opportunities in-
cluded in the area are 4 developed campgrounds, 9 wilderness areas, 54 miles of non-
motorized trails, over 7,000 miles of off-highway vehicle routes and 42 miles of Historic 
Route 66 designated as a Back Country Byway.  The Kingman Field Office also manages 
a wide variety of landscapes including the Mojave Desert featuring dense stands of tower-
ing Joshua trees, the Sonoran Desert displaying spectacular Saguaro cacti and dense 

Ponderosa Pine forests that provide an isolated desert oasis during 
the summer months.

APRIL COM MEETING REVIEW
