A 3rd study plot has been established in our beautiful for-
est! On October 24, we met Todd Esque, USGS Re-
search Ecologist and his associates Felicia Chan and 
Megan Rabinowitz at the MCA for a brief training before 
proceeding into the National Natural Landmark (NNL) 
section of the Joshua Tree Forest. 
   

Our purpose was to establish a new study plot and collect 
data for the Joshua Tree Genome Study on all the Josh-
ua trees within the plot.  We took GPS readings, meas-
ured height, counted terminal buds (green ends of 
branches), noted if tree had bloomed, rated the condition 
and tagged each tree.
