So let us take you on a little preview of some of 
the big things we have to look forward to in 2020.

President Jonathan Kiser was not at the meeting as he 
was on his way back to Arizona after a holiday trip.  In his absence, Vice President Karen Stacy opened the meeting 
leading those attending in the Pledge of Allegiance.    Karen introduced guests who were present for the meeting.     
 

Secretary Adrienne OôKeeffe read the minutes from the December meeting.  Treasurer Tom OôKeeffe reported an open-
ing balance of $3,623.90 on December 1 and a closing balance of $3,794.15 as of December 31.   Income reported for 
the period was $520.00 with expenses of $3,794.15.  Tom also reported that COM received a donation in the amount of 
$500.00 from the owners of the orchard located at Pierce Ferry and Stockton Hill Road.     
 

Karen asked the board members who were present to come to the podium.   The members introduced themselves and 
stated what board position they hold and the responsibilities of those jobs.

Happy New Year Mohave County!  The Mohave County Assessorôs office is happy to be facing 2020 with many goals in 
sight.   
 

One very important goal this year will be to try, yet again, to get a bill passed at the state that could help our fine Veter-
ans of Arizona with their property taxes.  Representative Biasiucci and I have worked diligently to garner support from 
the leaders in the legislature and with Leoôs help we just might get this very important legislation passed.  We will keep 
you notified of the developments.  If you would like to be included in the information campaign regarding this Veterans 
bill, just email me at Jeanne.kentch@mohavecountyus. 
 

Another goal our department is excited about is the new fly-overs we scheduled for this spring.  We are excited to have 
new imagery for our Pictometry database.  This data will assist us in valuing property from sharp crisp oblique imagery 
that helps us garner changes in property without leaving the office.  This is a huge savings in labor and your tax dol-
lars.  This process is also in line with our goal to be fair and equitable to every property in Mohave County. 
 

It is that time of year again to accept applications for Widow/Widowers/100% Disabled exemptions.  If you or someone 
you love is a widow/widower or 100% disabled, please consider applying for this financial help with property tax-
es.  There is a qualifying process; factors that will qualify you are: the value of your home (Limited Property Value can 
be no more than $274,980) the applicant must have been an Arizona resident with deceased spouse at time of spouseôs 
death and the household income cannot exceed $33,722 or $40,456 with minor children.  
 

We also offer a Senior Property Valuation Protection Option (we call a Senior Freeze).  This option will freeze your val-
ues to help future market increases affecting your tax bill.  To qualify for the Senior Freeze you must be at least 65 years 
of age, the property must be your primary residence, you must have been at that residence for at least 2 years and the 
owners combined total income from all sources cannot exceed $37,584 for a single owner and $46,980 for 2 or more 
owners.  If you think you or a friend or family member can qualify for any of these savings opportunities, please come 
into one of our 3 offices (Kingman, Bullhead City or Havasu) or call 928-753-0703.  The deadline to apply for the exemp-
tions is March 1 and the deadline for the Senior Freeze is September 1.

One year lateréé

After one full year of operation,  burglaries and break-ins are still the continual concern for the well-organized Meadview 
Neighborhood Watch led by spokesperson and president Coop Cooper, a Viet Nam Veteran. 
 

The first meeting was held on December 1, 2018, followed by consecutive monthly meetings every first Saturday of 
the month at 10:30 A.M. in the Meadview Civic Associationôs auditorium. These meetings have been well support-
ed by the residents of Meadview and surrounding areas.  In early 2019, the Meadview Neighborhood Watch (MNW) 
filed their Articles of Incorporation and are now a recognized Arizona 501(c) making them a tax-exempt corporation and 
in compliance with the MCAôs by-laws for organizations using its auditorium. 
 

The MNW has continued to respond to calls for help and boarding up homes that have been broken into. In fact, at the 
December 2019 monthly meeting it was reported that the MNW had received 61 telephone calls in a period of one 
month regarding criminal behavior in and around Meadview.  At last monthôs meeting, the Mohave County Sheriff De-
partment was represented by deputy Sargent McCool who reminded the crowd there are only six deputies managing 
this enormous area. He also stated that a person of interest must be charged with a crime in order for a sheriff to hold 
the person for the County Attorney.  There must be valid proof of ownership in the case of theft such as photos, se-
rial numbers, etc.  The days of shooting trespassers are over claimed McCool.  A homeowner must be in jeopardy  
before he or she can shoot an intruder.  Under todayôs laws, yesteryearôs homeowners could be tried for murder!  To-
dayôs law states that there must be a justification for force. 
 

Prior to ending his instructional and very sobering message, Sargent McCool, who is in charge of the K-9 Unit, bright-
ened up matters by introducing his partner, a beautiful Dutch Shephard who was obviously in love with his master. 
Slightly built, agile, quick and obedient, this pup was a charmer.

Higher Prescription Drug Prices in the New Year 
Supervisor Bishop Reminds Folks of  

NACOôs RX Discount Card 
 

The cost of prescription drugs in the United States is expected to increase 
6.1% or higher in 2020. With the rising cost of prescriptions, Supervisor Bishop 
wants to remind Mohave County residents of the National Association of 
Counties (NACo) Prescription Discount Drug Program implemented county-
wide in 2014. 
 

The program is a benefit to residents by helping them save on average up to 
24% on their prescription drugs. Some prescription discounts may be more 
and some less, depending on the drug and quantity purchased.  The program 
is to help residents save money on prescription medications if  their prescrip-
tions are not covered by insurance and it can even be used for certain pet 
medications 
 

This program is put on by NACo at no cost to the county or participants of the 
program.  It can be used by all county residents regardless of age, income or 
existing health coverage. There is no enrollment form, no membership fee and 
no restrictions or limits on frequency of use. 
 

According to NACoôs fact sheet on the program, it can be especially helpful to 
seniors who are currently on Medicare Part D.  The NACo prescription card 
can be used when a Medicare Part D plan doesnôt cover a medication. 
 

The card is accepted at most major retail pharmacies, including CVS, 
Walgreens, and Wal-Mart. For those interested in a free card, one can be ob-
tained online at: http://www.nacorx.org or by texting NACRx6 to 96362 or by 
contacting Supervisor Jean Bishop.
