Greetings from Kristi Blair, your Mohave County Recorder. 
 
I am happy to report that the Recorderôs Offices as well as the Assessorôs Offices have reopened in 
Kingman, Lake Havasu City and Bullhead City. We have taken necessary precautions and will con-
tinue to follow guidelines to ensure our customers and staff remain healthy. 
 
For recording of documents in our Kingman Office, we are requesting only one customer at a time 
enter and others remain in the lobby. For our second floor office, we ask that you continue to sched-
ule appointments with us. You can drop forms off in our downstairs office and most other business 
can be conducted by phone or email. 

 
We recently sent out letters to all voters in Mohave County. This letter helps ensure we have up-to-date information be-
fore sending out mail ballots for Election Day.  We need your current residence and mailing addresses and whether or 
not you wish to have your ballot by mail or go to the polls on Election Day.  There has been a lot of discussion about 
voting by mail.  This is one option offered to voters for those not able to go to the polls on Election Day.  During this pan-
demic, we are encouraging you to request your ballot by mail to avoid physical contact.  Our voting sites will be following 
all established guidelines if you do choose to go to an early voting site or polling location on Election Day.  
 
We have a secure process in place for your mail-in ballots.  We send the ballot to the address where you are registered 
to vote.  The ballot style is determined by where your residence is. Your mailing address is only what we use to get the 
ballot to you.  Once you vote, return your ballot to our office by mail or in person to the Administration Building in King-
man.  You can also return your completed ballot to an early voting site or at the polls.   When the ballot is received by  
the Voter Registration office, each ballot is signature verified by handwriting specialists.  After your ballot is signature 
verified, the ballots are sealed in a ballot box and different political parties deliver them to the Elections Department.  An 
early board consisting of different political parties has one person open the ballot affidavit envelope and another re-
moves the ballot.  The same person does not do both to ensure that your identifying information is not connected in any 
way to how you voted.  The ballots are then processed through a ballot tabulating machine. Those are the first results 
you begin to see after 8:00 p.m. on Election Night.  
 
Often political parties will conduct mass mailings, which cause a lot of confusion because our return address is on their 
mailings as well.  You can be assured that any mail you receive from our office will have ñOfficial Election Mailò on the 
envelope. Other entities are not authorized to have this to ensure you know it is coming from our office. 
 
Recently, we received mail returned to us with excrement wrapped in cellophane in the provided return envelope with 
the return address left on the envelope. I considered this a biohazard and the Sheriffôs Department was immediately no-
tified.  Our Voter Registration staff is small but mighty. Four staff members maintain over 120,000 voters for Mohave 
County. These staff members work hard and long hours for you to ensure every vote counts. It was disheartening to all 
of us to receive this message. There are better ways to send your message than to endanger innocent people trying to 
ensure your right to vote.  During these difficult times please be kind to each other and remember that even though we 
are going through this storm together, we are not all in the same boat. 
 
Thank you again for the opportunity to serve as your Mohave County Recorder.  It is a privilege and an honor to serve 
you. 
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GOVERNOR DUCEY ANNOUNCES NEARLY $600 MILLION 
IN LOCAL CORONAVIRUS RELIEF FUNDS 

 
The Governorôs Office is providing nearly $600 million in coronavirus relief and 
recovery dollars for local Arizona governments and nonprofits as part of a fund-
ing plan.  The plan includes $441 million in direct, flexible funding to local cities, 
towns and counties that did not receive direct funding earlier this year from the federal government. In addition, local 
governments, tribal communities, schools and more will be eligible for expedited reimbursements from the Federal 
Emergency Management Administration (FEMA) for coronavirus-related expenses including purchases of testing sup-
plies, PPE and more.   
  

AZCares Fund 
 

As part of the plan, cities, towns and counties that did not receive direct funding from the U.S. Treasury as part of the 
Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act will receive a direct allocation from the state. The re-
sources will come from a new fund established by the Governorôs Office, the AZCares Fund, and will be allocated based 
on 2019 census data, the same methodology used by the U.S. Treasury when distributing federal CARES Act funding. 
Local governments may use their allocation to cover regular payroll costs of public health and public safety personnel, 
freeing up existing local budget capacity to be deployed elsewhere. The fund is designed to provide maximum flexibility, 
while minimizing red tape, so municipalities can determine how best to use the funds to meet their needs.    
  
Arizona Express Pay Program 
 

In addition, Governor Ducey launched the Arizona Express Pay Program, streamlining the application process for ac-
cessing public assistance from FEMA.  Eligible entities include local governments, tribal communities, state agencies, 
nonprofit hospitals, nonprofit long-term care, skilled nursing and assisted living providers, school districts, charter school 
organizations and fire districts. The program expedites delivery of resources for eligible projects related to COVID-19 
response efforts and will be managed by the Arizona Department of Emergency and Military Affairs (DEMA). 
As part of the program, the Governorôs Office will provide $150 million to expedite FEMA reimbursement requests, help-
ing get needed relief dollars to local entities faster.   
 
For more information about the public assistance initiative and grant opportunities for Arizona local governments, tribal 
communities and nonprofit organizations, including a step-by-step application process, visit ArizonaTogether.org. 
 

Mohave County should get a little over $9.1 million in direct, flexible funding from the Governorôs AZCares Fund.    The 
County can and will use the funds to cover regular payroll costs for Sheriffôs Office, Emergency Services and the Public 
Health Department salaries between March 1 thru December 31, thus freeing up general funds that the County 
can reallocate as needed.
