Once again, Postmaster John Strickland has gone ñover and beyondò in his support 
of the Meadview community he now calls home.   Most of us have benefitted greatly 
from Johnôs commitment to provide the best possible postal service for the commu-
nity.   But Johnôs support and dedication to Meadview doesnôt end with his  job as 
postmaster.  Recently, COM Board Members, Karen and Carl Stacy approached 
John asking for his assistance in finding a new home for the COM Bulletin Board.  
In spite of running a very busy post office with no let up in post-holiday mail pro-
cessing, John spent time with Karen and Carl to select the perfect spot at the west 
end of the sidewalk to install the bulletin board.    

 

However, Johnôs involvement didnôt stop there.  The original bulletin board was built 
by Jack Newell but after many years of service, it was in need of repairs to restore it 
from being weather beaten over time. Carl Stacy and another Meadview volunteer 
donated some material and their labor in the restoration project and John was help-
ful with that as well.  The 2x6 top support piece was rotted out and needed to be 
replaced and John had exactly the wood needed for that repair.  And, he also sup-
plied the paint so it would match the color of the building.   
John has a plan for the back side of the bulletin board.
