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RECYCLING PROGRAM FOR MEADVIEW

Would you like to have your recyclable items picked up at your curbside twice a month for a reasonable cost? A compa-
ny called Recyclops provides this service for communities that donôt have recycling service through their city or county.  
The company provides the trash cart and bags and all you have to do is clean and bag your items for pick up on a regu-
lar every other week schedule.  No sorting required! Kingman currently has this service for $15 per month if you pay 
monthly or $12 per month if you pay annually.  There is also a $60 deposit for the trash cart with $50 refunded upon can-
cellation.   
 
Recyclables collected by Recyclops are taken to a recycling facility so you know they are properly disposed of.   
Recyclops accepts the following items for recycling: 
  
 Aluminum & steel (tin) beverage and food cans 
 Cardboard & pasteboard 
 Magazines/catalogs, junk mail, paper, books, newspapers 
 Plastic beverage, food & soap containers (#1 and #2 only) 
 Glass containers (with additional subscription) 
 

We can have this service in Meadview if we have enough people sign up! Tell your neighbors and letôs get this important 
service going! Every household and business can sign up at the www.recyclops.com website.  Handouts with specific 
tips and directions for signing up are at the Outpost.

MOHAVE COUNTY COMMUNITY MEETING  
   WATERWAYS AND RECREATION CHALLENGES  

 Wednesday, MAY 25, 2022 AT 5:30 p.m.

Mohave County District-4 is hosting a County wide community meeting regarding our waterways and related recreation 
challenges starting with Lake Mead (South Cove and Temple Bar);  down river to Lake Mohave and finally a look at how 
this might effect Lake Havasu.    
 
The Bureau of Reclamation will give a basic overview and then discuss the reduced flows to Lake Mead regarding hydro-
power generation needs that have affected water releases from Lake Powell. 
  
Understanding the water level has dropped in Lake Mead drastically and will continue to drop, National Park Service will 
discuss the short range plan and the long term plan should this drought continue? 
 
I invite everyone to attend this informative and factual presentation and ask the hard questions such asé.. 
 

1. Any plan(s) to sustain the current access to Lake Mead from South Cove, Temple Bar and/or Greggôs Hideout on the     
Arizona side for public access?   
 
2.   Has there been discussion(s) regarding an engineering or topographical study to find a way to provide access down                   
to 900ô on the Arizona side?  
 
Understanding recent budget cuts, would more money help keep public access to open?
