SPOTLIGHT ON LAKE MEAD WATER OPERATIONS 
 

Finally, some good news about Lake Meadôs water level.  On January 29, the 
Bureau of Reclamation reported the water level of Lake Mead to be at 1071.67.   
A year ago it was 1046.88.   The last time the lake was at 1071 feet was in 
June of 2021.   In August of 2023, a 24 month study projected the lake level to 
be at or above 1025 in January 2024.  However, current 10-day elevation pro-
jections show a gradual increase with the level to be 1073 on February 5.  This 
increase in the water level is the result of rainfall in the 2nd half of 2023 and 
snow pack.   
 
 

The Bureau of Reclamation is currently reporting the increase in water level will top around 1073 in February.  
Then projections show the Lake Mead level will decrease again beginning in March with a year-end level pro-
jected at 1056.19.  This is still higher than the record low level of 1040 in July 2022.  The Bureau of Reclama-
tion does predict Lake Mead could start ñgrowingò again by summer of 2025 but probably will never recover to 
the highest level of 1,225.43 in the summer of 1983.
